This Tripartite Agreement is entered into on this ___ day of , 20 by and among:

repugnant to the context or meaning thereof, include its successors and assigns.

AND
3. Incubator Institution

, hereinafter referred to as the "Incubator”, which expression
shall include its successors and permitted assigns.

WHEREAS:

1. The Government has launched the MATRIX initiative to promote inclusive
entrepreneurship, innovation, and incubation in emerging technologies by providing
incubation spaces in IT Parks in Maharashtra.

2. The Developer is the promoter/operator of the IT Park located at
, recognized under Government of
Maharashtra policy, and has reserved incubation space under the guidelines.

3. The Incubator has been found eligible under MATRIX norms to operate incubation
activities in the said IT Park, subject to the terms herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:
Clause 1: Scope and Tenure of Allotment

1.1 The Developer agrees to allot to the Incubator an incubation space admeasuring

1.2 “The allotment is made for an initial period of ten (10) years from the date of execution of
this Agreement. The tenure may be extended by five (5) years with the approval of the
MATRIX Committee under the Development Commissioner (Industries), and further
extensions, if any, may be granted by the Industries Department (GoM) based on performance.”

3.2 The Incubator may charge startups a maximum of 25 per cent (25 %) of the same highest
rent benchmark. For SC/ST/Women-led startups (reserved in 10% area), the rent ceiling shall
be 12.5 per cent (12.5 %) of the same highest rent benchmark.

3.3 The Incubator shall maintain a separate and dedicated bank account for all financial
transactions, receipts, and disbursements related to the MATRIX programme, including but
not limited to rent collected from startups, charges/fees received from start-ups for other
services, CSR contributions, and grants received and submit biannual financial reports to the
Government.

3.4 In case the Incubator mobilizes CSR funding for infrastructure or services under MATRIX,
such funds shall be utilized strictly as per the permitted purposes outlined in the MATRIX
policy. The Incubator shall:
« Maintain dedicated accounts for CSR receipts and expenditures
e Submit CA-certified utilization reports to the Government every six months
e Ensure no direct or indirect ownership, equity, or control is transferred to CSR
contributors

3.5 The Incubator shall maintain separate records for general and reserved-category startups
showing the actual rent charged per sq. metre per month and ensure that the 12.5 % cap for
reserved-category startups is not exceeded. Such data shall be reported in each biannual
progress report.

Clause 4: Compliance and Reporting

4.1 The Incubator shall ensure that only eligible startups are incubated, as per the criteria
below:
e The entity is not more than 10 years old from the date of incorporation or registration.

e The entity’s annual turnover does not exceed X100 crore during any financial year since
incorporation.

e The entity is working towards innovation, development, deployment or
commercialization of new products, processes or services driven by technology or
intellectual property.

e Any other condition(s) as per relevant Government Resolution(s).
4.2 The Incubator shall:

e Maintain records of all incubated startups including their incorporation date, turnover
certificates, and sector details.

e Submit Six Monthly progress reports and compliance declarations Reports to
Directorate of Industries through the MATRIX Cell as per scheme.

o Cooperate in inspections, audits, or data verification requested by the MATRIX
Steering Committee or government authority.

4.3 Any violation or misrepresentation in eligibility shall be considered a material breach and
may lead to withdrawal of space or termination of this agreement.

This may be extended by up to two (2) further one-year extensions,
each with approval of the MATRIX Committee. For SC/ST/Women startups, the initial period
shall be three (3) years, with up to two (2) one-year extensions upon MATRIX Committee
approval.
