Performance Condition a) Interventions identified in the AAPs of DSP completed

“Interventions” refer to deliberate steps or measures implemented to address a specific issue, challenge, or
situation. In the context of the DSP, interventions refer to specific steps taken for the accomplishment of the
district’s growth objectives. Multiple interventions may be required to achieve a single objective. The
interventions evaluated under this performance condition will be from amongst the specific interventions

identified in approved Annual Action Plan (AAP).

“Physical targets” refers to the measurable, tangible results associated with any intervention. For example, in
the intervention, “soft skill development of 200 employees in tourism sector”, the measurable target 200

employees’ is a physical target.

Under this performance condition, districts will receive a score depending on completion of the proportion of
interventions of AAP. Only those interventions with physical targets associated to them will be considered for

the evaluation.

As per the scoring matrix, in each FY, districts will receive:

Interventions completed <20% 20-40% 40-60% >60%

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The weight assigned to this condition is 45%.
Performance condition b) Increase in mobilization of private capital for funding AAP of DSPs

Mobilizing private capital is crucial for achieving sustainable and inclusive development goals. Public funds
alone are insufficient to meet the vast financial needs. It therefore becomes necessary to leverage private
investment especially to see progress in areas like infrastructure, healthcare, and education. The utilization of
public-private partnerships, financial contracts for sustainable development, and similar tools, can close the

financing gap.

Multilateral development banks have defined private capital mobilization (PCM) as investment by a private
entity, which is defined as a legal entity that is (i) carrying out or established for business purposes and (ii)
financially and managerially autonomous from national or local government. PCM by the public sector for
financing interventions of AAP of a DSP can take forms of co-financing, co-investment, public-private

partnerships (PPPs) and more. However, philanthropic and CSR funds are excluded from this.

In the AAP of DSPs, districts have identified the funds required to complete their interventions, as well as the
sources for these funds. Additionally, districts have identified financing gaps. These gaps should be addressed

through PCM to realize the objectives of the interventions.

For this performance condition, districts have been categorized into category I and category II districts based

on analysis of commercial electricity consumption data.

The weight assigned to this condition is 25%.

Performance condition ¢) Increase in utilization of District Annual Plan (General) funds for

financing Annual Action Plans of DSPs

Districts are annually provided with a budget by the Planning Department under the District Annual Plan
(DAP). Districts can allocate funds from this budget to finance works/services through schemes approved by
the departments. Reviews of these funds have shown underutilization of schemes in key sectors, and
reappropriation of funds away from schemes they are initially allocated to. To ensure smooth progress along
the district-led growth plans, the GoM mandated vide Planning Department GR no. D.A.P.-
2023/Pr.Kr.98/Ka.1481 that districts must allocate 25% of the DAP budget towards schemes in those
subsectors that have been highlighted on the AAPs of DSPs.

This performance condition requires that districts increase the proportion of the district annual plan allocated

towards focus subsectors annually.

Therefore, a district that spent 25% of the DAP towards focus subsectors in Year 1 will receive:

Increase in DAP funds spent on DSP | <=0% <3% >=3% to <5% | >=5%

Performance condition d) Making the DSP Public

Under this performance condition, districts are encouraged to publicly disclose their approved annual action
plan of a DSP for the year on the district websites. This would increase accountability for the completion of

the annual action plan.

Any district that discloses their annual plan via the district website will receive a score of 1 mark. Districts that

do not disclose their annual plan via the district website will receive a score of 0.
