CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. SBE. 1193/CR-130/LAB-1.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India and in supersession
of all existing rules, orders, instruments made in this behalf, the Governor
of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to make the following rules regulating
recruitment to the posts of the Director of Steam Boilers, Group A
Additional Director of Steam Boilers, Group A, Joint Director of Steam
Boilers, Group A, Deputy Director of Steam Boilers, Group A in the '
Directorate of Steam Boilers under the Industries, Energy and Labour
Department of the Government of Maharashtra, namely :—

1. These rules may be called as “ Director of Steam Boilers, Group A,
Additional Director of Steam Boilers, Group A, Joint Director of Steam
Boilers, Group A, Deputy Director of Steam Boilers, Group A, Recruitment
Rules, 2010.

(2) In these rules, unless the context requires otherwise,—

(a) “Additional Director ” means the Additional Director of Steam
Boilers, under the Industries, Energy and Labour Department, Govern-
ment of Maharashtra ;

(b) “ Commission ” means the Maharashtra Public Service Commis-
sion ; '

(¢) “ Degree ” means a degree of any statutory university ;

(d) “Department” means the Industries, Energy and Labour
Department, Government of Maharashtra ;

(e) “ Deputy Director ” means the Deputy Director of Steam Boilers,
under the Industries, Energy and Labour Department, Government of
‘Maharashrta;

(f) “Director ” means the Director of Steam Boilers, under the
Industries, Energy and Labour Department of Maharashtra ;

(g) “Directorate ” means the Directorate of Steam Boilers, Govern-
ment of Maharashtra; =~ . :

(h) “ Government ” means Government of Maharashtra ;
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(i) “Joint Director ” means the Joint Director of Steam Boilers,
under the Industries, Energy and Labour Department, Government of
Maharashtra.

(3) Appointment to the Post of Director shall be made by promotion
of a suitable person on the basis of strict selection with due regard to
seniority from amongst the persons holding the post of Additional
Director, having minimum three years regular service in that post.

(4) Appointment to the Post of Additional Director shall be made by
promotion of a suitable person on the basis of strict selection with due
regards, to seniority from amongst the persons holding the post of Joint
Director, having minimum three years regular service in that post.

(5) Appointment to the Post of Director shall be made by promotion of
a suitable person on the basis of strict selection with due regards to
seniority from amongst the persons holding the post of Deputy Director,
having minimum three years regular service in that post.

(6) Appointment to the Post of Deputy Director shall be made by
nomination from amongst the candidates who.

(i) are not more than 33 years of age : .

provided that, the maximum age limit shall be relaxed for 5 years in
case of candidated already in Government Service.

(ii) are not more than 1.8 meters in hight and not too stout to enter
elliptical manhole of size 305 mm x 406 mm of boiler comfortable ;

(iii) possess a degreein “ Mechanical Engineering ” at least in second
class ;

(iv) after acquiring the qualification mentioned at (iii) above, possess
updated knowledge and practical experience in industry or an indus-
trial undertaking for the period of not less than 5 years separately or
together in the responsible position as an engineer in the field of,—

(A) Operation,maintenance of at least two steam boilers with heating
surface not less than 150 sq. mtrs. Each and other related machineries ;
OR

(B) Design, construction and manufacturing of steam boilers and

auxiliaries thereofalongwith 2 years practical experience of boiler opeations
and maintenance.
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(v) Have adequate knowledge of Marathi Language :

Provided that the period of experience may be relaxed by 2 years on the
recommendation of the Commission in favour of candidates having excep-
tional qualification :

Provided further that preference shall be given to candidate possessing
post graduate degree in mechanical engineering.

7. A person appointed to the post mentioned in Rule 6 by nomination
shall be on probation for the period of two years. Probation period may be
extended maximum up to one year.

8. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in Rule 3, 4, 5 or 6 shall
be required te pass the in Hindi and Marathi in accordance with the rules

made in.that behalf, unless he has already passed, or has been exempted
from passing those examination.

9. A person appointed to the post mentioned in Rule 3, 4, 5 or 6 shall
possess a certificate in computer operations prescribed from time to time
by the Directorate of Information Technology, Government of Maharashtra.

10. A person appointed to the posts mentioned in Rule 5 or 6 shall be
liable for transfer anywhere in Maharashtra.
